The Fred Buglass Young Persons Award
Notes

Award Criteria:
1. Nominations should be for young persons aged under 18 years of age as of 1st July in the year the award is to be presented.  (A separate Adult Award exists for those over 18).

2. The nominations will be judged by a panel of impartial local residents appointed by Leverstock Green Village Association. Neither a nominee nor a nominee’s close relative can be a judge.

3. A presentation of the award will be held at the Annual General Meeting of the Leverstock Green Village Association, usually held in November. 

4. To be eligible for this award, firstly, nominees must meet certain residential criteria:
a) Be resident in Leverstock Green Village Association’s area of benefit, or
b) Have their permanent place of employment with the Leverstock Green area of benefit, or
c) Be actively contributing to the Leverstock Green Village Association’s area of benefit (see overleaf for map).

5. Secondly, to be considered, nominees must fulfill one or more of the following criteria:
a) Have worked to help the local community.
b) Have made a major contribution to the life of the village community.
c) Have helped promote the identity of Leverstock Green as a village community.
d) Have made a major contribution towards conserving or improving the environment of Leverstock Green.

6. No person can receive the award more than once.

7. The closing date for nominations is 1st September of that particular year although nominations can be made any time during the year.

8. Forms for both the adult and youth awards can be obtained from the Leverstock Green Village Association office.
